"What will raise some eyebrows is that Mercedes' latest E-Class has done little to unsettle the British-built Jag. The XF's closest competitor is the BMW 5-Series – but when it comes to pure owner satisfaction, the Jaguar is simply unbeatable."
The new XF line-up now includes a new 3.0-litre twin sequential diesel engine with a choice of power outputs, a new 5.0-litre naturally aspirated V8 petrol and the new 5.0-litre supercharged XFR.
